Title/Name:  Chicago Shoreline, 40 th to 41st Streets, Chicago, Illinois

Location:  Chicago, IL 

Project Description:  This project is a portion of the Chicago Shoreline project.  Buffalo District is assisting Chicago District by performing design and plans and specifications for selected reaches.  Features in this reach include a 10 acre beach, submerged breakwaters, parallel sheet pile structures, approximately 300 feet of stepped concrete shore protection in the beach area, and approximately 1,000 feet of stepped concrete shore protection south of the beach.  Other project features include a parking lot, bus turn-around and relocating a bike path.

Total Estimated Cost:  Buffalo District design, plans and specifications and construction contract award costs:  $332,000.  Construction cost estimated at over $20,000,000

Current Status:  A beach design report was provided to Chicago District in February 2003.  A public meeting was held in Chicago to present the design and solicit comments.  The Local Sponsors requested a change in the beach configuration, requiring substantial redesign. This redesign is scheduled to be completed in November. 50% plans and specification are scheduled to be complete in December 2003, final plans and specifications in February 2004 and a construction contract awarded in April 2004.
