Title/Name: City of Toledo, OH Combined Sewer Overflow and Wastewater Program 

(Section 594)

Location: The city of Toledo is located in Lucas County, approximately 75 miles east from the Ohio-Indiana border.

Project Description: In the Water Resources Development Act of 1999 (WRDA 99), Congress provided authority for water related environmental infrastructure and environmental restoration projects for the entire state of Ohio and authorized $60M for this program. In FY03, Congress appropriated $4.5M for projects in Ohio and stipulated that Toledo would receive $2.0M for their project. The city of Toledo project will involve program management and design services for a 15-year capital improvement program that will bring Toledo’s wastewater and combined sewer systems into federal and state compliance.

Appropriation Category: Construction General

Total Estimated Cost:  The total estimated cost of this project is $2,100,000 and the project is cost shared 75 percent federal and 25 percent local cost. 

Project Sponsor/Customer:  Project customers include the city of Toledo, other local government agencies and elected officials, and congressional representatives.  Stakeholders include residential, commercial and industrial property owners in the Toledo area and local and state government and non-government organizations.
