BACKGROUND : In the Water Resources Development Act of 1999 (WRDA 99), Congress provided authority for water related environmental infrastructure and environmental restoration projects for the entire state of Ohio.  Congress authorized $60M for this program and appropriated $1.5M in 2001 to develop a Program Management Plan (PgMP) and execute design and construction Project Cooperation Agreements (PCAs) for two selected demonstration projects (Belle Center and Randolph Township).  Congress appropriated $3.0M for FY02 projects, and West Lafayette received $397K for project costs.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION / SCOPE OF WORK : The design/construction Project Cooperation Agreement (PCA) includes the design and construction of new water and wastewater lines from the village to a mobile home park with 70 lots.  The park is currently unsewered and has failing onsite treatment.  The project consists of 3500 lf of water lines and 3900 lf of sewer lines.
