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FACT SHEET
Title/Name:  Ransom Creek, Amherst, NY – Section 14 of the 1946 Flood Control Act, as amended  

Location:  The project area is located along Hopkins Road, parallel to Ransom Creek in the town of Amherst, NY. The road is a two-lane highway that crosses a low-density residential area.

Project Description: The feasibility study was initiated in August 2002.  The creek has eroded its banks at five locations along the study area and has impacted Hopkins Road.  Conventional road repair techniques no longer work, and permanent repairs are necessary to stabilize the eroding slope. Section 14 allows the Corps of Engineers to enter cooperative agreements with non-Federal sponsors to plan, design and construct projects for stream bank stabilization and erosion control that are threatening public facilities.  Sheet pile retaining walls are being considered to protect the unstable banks.   

Appropriation Category:  Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Total Estimated Cost:  Total cost for the project including planning, design, and construction is estimated at $2,100,000.

Project Sponsor/Customer: Erie County (Highways Department) has agreed to act as the non-Federal sponsor for the Section 14 Project. The town of Amherst, and local residents of the area are the primary customers for this project.
