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FACT SHEET

Title/Name:  Springville (Scobey) Dam, Springville, NY – Sea Lamprey Control – Section 1135 of the Water Resources Development Act of 1999, as amended

Location:  The Scobey Dam is located on Cattaraugus Creek in the village of Springville, Erie County, NY.  The village of Springville is approximately 30 miles south of Buffalo, NY.

Project Description:  Sea lampreys are parasitic fish that feed on large Great Lakes fish such as lake trout, salmon, rainbow trout (steelhead), whitefish, chubs, burbot, walleye, catfish, and sturgeon.  This exotic species gained access to and spread through the Great Lakes as a result of improvements to navigation.  They have had a significant negative impact on fishery resources in the Great Lakes and control of these predators is essential to support Great Lakes species restoration efforts and maintain the fishery.  The Great Lakes Fishery Commission (GLFC) has requested the Corps assistance to construct a permanent sea lamprey trap at the base of the Scobey Dam on Cattaraugus Creek.  A Preliminary Restoration Plan will evaluate several alternatives to allow the GLFC to trap sea lampreys more effectively.

Appropriation Category:  Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Total Estimated Cost:  To be determined.  Cost sharing will be pursued on a 75% Federal and 25% non-Federal basis.

Current Status:  The Preliminary Restoration Plan has been initiated and is scheduled for completion in March of 2004.  If approved and funding is available, the project will proceed to the Feasibility Phase if total Federal project costs exceed $1 million or directly to Planning and Design Analysis if total Federal project costs are less than $1 million. 

Issues:  There are no new project starts in the Continuing Authorities Program Section 206, Aquatic Ecosystem Restoration, or Section 1135, Project Modifications for the Improvement of the Environment, because total requested Initial Work Allowances exceed the authorized annual program limits nationally.  In addition, many studies were halted or had funding cut.  Specifically, the annual program limit for each category is $25 million.  Initial work allowances requested by the Districts were $51 million and $33 million in Section 206 and Section 1135 programs, respectively.
