Title/Name:  Arcola Creek, Madison, OH, Section 438 of WRDA 1999
Location:  The study area is located along Arcola Creek in the town of Madison, Lake County, OH . 

Project Description:  Arcola Creek is degraded and overburdened from poor stormwater drainage within its watershed. In addition, low summer water levels result in intermittent stream flows, significantly affecting vertebrates and invertebrate populations. The Creek receives waters from feeder streams, draining 26 square miles.  Arcola Creek Watershed has one of the last remaining undeveloped freshwater estuaries along the Lake Erie shoreline. The estuary is under management of Lake County, Lake Metroparks, and the Nature Conservancy. The beach and estuary support a number of endangered or threatened plant species as well as a number of birds, fish, and other mammals of special interest. The community and municipal agencies desire stormwater retention basins to provide creek low-flow augmentation, riparian corridors, and other improvements to restore and protect the watershed.
