Title/Name:  Cleveland Harbor, Ohio, - Dike 10B Capacity Investigation and South Perimeter Berm Design Project

Authorities:  Cleveland Harbor, 1875, 1886, 1888, 1896, 1899, 1902, 1907, 1910, 1916, 1917, 1935, 1937, 1945, 1946, 1958, 1960, 1962 River & Harbor Acts, the 1976 and 1986 Water Resources Development Acts, the 1985 Supplemental Appropriations Act, and the 1988 Energy and Water Appropriations Act. 
Location:  The existing Federal commercial navigation project is located at Cleveland Harbor, OH.

Project Description:  The existing Federal commercial navigation project is located at Cleveland Harbor, OH.  The project consists of a breakwater protected outer harbor of about 1300 acres, five (5) miles long and 1600 to 2400 feet wide, included by a breakwater system comprising as east breakwater 20,970 feet long, a west breakwater connected with the shore 6,048 feet long with a 201 feet gap, and east and west arrowhead breakwaters each 1,250 feet long.  There is a 29 feet deep lake entrance channel, a 28 feet deep entrance channel, 28 feet deep eastern and western basins, a 27 feet deep navigation channel in the lower Cuyahoga River with improvement of the channel in the remainder of the Cuyahoga River to the vicinity of river mile 5.8 to a depth of 23 feet, and a turning basin 18 feet deep at river mile 4.8. The current Confined Disposal Facility (CDF) is Dike 10B, which was completed in 1998. This CDF is nearing capacity and this investigation involves determining remaining capacity, the year capacity will be reached, sediment characteristics, and design of the South Perimeter Berm, whose construction was deferred in an OVEST Study in 1996, pending such time as the berm is required to reach facility design capacity. 

Appropriation Category:  Operations and Maintenance

Total Estimated Cost:  The total cost of the Capacity Investigation and design of the South Perimeter Berm is estimated to be $100,000.  

Project sponsor/Customer:  The project may not require a sponsor since WRDA 1996, Section 201, Cost Sharing for CDFs, as interpreted in PGL #47, Cost Sharing for CDFs, exempted Dike 10B from cost sharing requirements.

Current Status:  The District initiated investigations addressing Cleveland dredged materials management in the third quarter of FY 2003. The investigations concern the capacity analysis of Dike 10B CDF to estimate a when the CDF will reach design capacity and also design of the south perimeter berm at Dike 10B to allow the CDF to be filled to design elevation. The Capacity Investigation and Berm design are scheduled for completion in October 2003. A  Workshop will be held in Cleveland in October.

Related studies include a study to determine dredge materials disposal interim alternatives if Dike 10B reaches capacity before a new CDF is completed and the Cleveland DMMP.   Meanwhile management practices are being evaluated, as part of the DMMP investigation, to maximize use of Dike 10B and utilize the full capacity of existing historic CDFs, Sites 9, 12, 13, and possibly Dike 14 to dispose of dredged material in an engineering, economically, and environmentally acceptable manner. These historic CDF areas have consolidated and settled to the extent that significant amounts of Dike 10B dry dredged material or newly dredged materials could potentially be deposited on the former CDF areas. 

Issues:  There are three major issues impacting Cleveland Harbor.

a.  Dike 10B CDF will be filled to capacity as early as 2007 and vertical expansion of  Dike 10B, to extend it’s life beyond the original design capacity, is limited by FAA requirements at Burke Lakefront Airport. The airport is located adjacent to Dike 10B.

b. The City of Cleveland is developing a fifty-year (50) waterfront development plan that may significantly alter lakefront land use. Future CDF locations should be consistent with the City’s plan. The waterfront development plan is scheduled for completion in December 2003.. 

c.  Interim Dredge materials disposal alternatives for the period 2008 to 2012 may require non-Federal cost sharing by the project sponsor.  

Buffalo District continues to coordinate these issues with the sponsor, customers, and stakeholders.
