Title/Name:  Cleveland Harbor Dredged Material Management Plan (DMMP)

Location:  The DMMP project is located at Cleveland Harbor, OH.

Project Description:  The existing Federal commercial navigation project is located at Cleveland Harbor, OH.  The project consists of a 27-foot deep navigation channel in the lower Cuyahoga River with improvement of the channel in the remainder of the Cuyahoga River to the vicinity of river mile 5.8 to a depth of 23 feet, and a turning basin 18 feet deep at river mile 4.8  The Dredged Material Management Plan project includes the development of mutually acceptable short-term capacity solutions and a long-term plan.  The DMMP will address beneficial reuse of dredged material, source reduction of the sediment loads entering the harbor, and the issue of sediment quality and water quality.

Appropriation Category:  Operations and Maintenance

Total Estimated Cost:  The total cost of the DMMP is estimated to be $1.3 million.

Project sponsor/Customer:  The most likely project sponsor is the City of Cleveland and/or the Cleveland Cuyahoga County Port Authority.

Current Status:  The Buffalo District is leading the development of a long term dredging strategy for Cleveland Harbor using the Dredged Material Management Plan process in accordance with Engineer Regulation 1105-2-100, Planning Guidance Notebook.  The first phase of this effort involves completion of the Preliminary Assessment, Scope of Work, and obtaining Letters of Intent from the non-Federal sponsors.  Phase 1 is scheduled for completion in May 2004.  The Preliminary Assessment will define the economic viability of Cleveland Harbor, document existing CDF capacity, and determine potential impediments to continuing maintenance dredging.  The report will form the basis for developing potential management plans that will be further investigated in the Dredged Material Management Plan process.

Related investigations include a capacity analysis of Dike 10B CDF to estimate when the CDF will reach design capacity; develop a Dike 10B operational filling management plan to allow the CDF to be filled to design elevation; and a study to identify interim solutions for dredge material disposal if Dike 10B reached capacity before a new CDF is completed.
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Issues:  There are two issues impacting Cleveland 
Harbor:

· Disposal space in the existing CDF will likely reach
 capacity of 2008.

· Cost-sharing by a project sponsor will be required 
for the next generation CDF and Interim Disposal
Facilities and may be required for the Dike 10B
Operational Filling Management Plan.
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
