Project Description:  The Buffalo Harbor North Breakwater is part of the 4.25 miles long breakwater system protecting the outer harbor from Lake Erie waves.  It is located north of the Black Rock entrance channel and the Buffalo River entrance channel. By itself, it is 2,203.5 feet long and 14 to 17 feet wide at the crest. The basic structure is a stone-filled timber crib built in 1899-1901. The purpose of this project is to restore the structural integrity of the breakwater so that it will continue to function as originally designed. The work involves placing of stone or driving steel sheet piles along the existing breakwater and concreting.
