Title/Name:  Buffalo Harbor, NY - Maintenance Dredging

Location:  Buffalo Harbor is located on eastern shore of Lake Erie at the mouth of the Niagara River, in Erie County, NY.            

Project Description:  Maintenance dredging of the Federal navigation channel.  Work includes coordination of harbor needs with local stakeholders, surveys, development of bid documents, dredging contracts, and contract oversight.  Also, activities include development and submittal of all required environmental documentation, and permit applications to allow dredging and material disposal.

Appropriation Category:  Operations and Maintenance

Total Estimated Cost:  Total programmed funding for FY04 is $1,056,000.

Current Status:  Bid documents were developed and dredging activities began in FY03.  The initial contract amount was $1,145,000 to dredge 250,000 cubic yards.
