Location:  Conneaut Harbor is located on the southern shore of Lake Erie at the mouth of the Conneaut River, Ashtabula County, OH.

Project Description:  Maintenance dredging of the Federal navigation channel.  Work includes coordination of harbor needs with local stakeholders, surveys, development of bid documents, dredging contracts, and contract oversight.  Also, activities include development and submittal of all required environmental documentation and permit applications to allow dredging and material disposal.
