Title/Name:  Confined Disposal Facility (CDF) #3, Wynn Road, Oregon, OH – Section 204 of the Water Resources Development Act of 1992, as amended 

Location:  The project area includes the area south of CDF #3 located in Oregon, OH along Wynn Road and on brownfields in the city of Oregon.  

Project Description:  The Preliminary Restoration Plan for this study will make recommendations concerning restoration of the project area through the beneficial reuse of dredged material from CDF # 3.

Appropriation Category:  Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Total Estimated Cost:  The PRP is $10,000 fully federally funded.  The total project cost is yet to be determined.  If the project is constructed, cost sharing is 75% Federal and 25% non-Federal basis for costs above the base plan of least-costly disposal alternative.

Project Sponsor/Customer:  The city of Oregon has agreed to serve as the non-Federal sponsor.
