Title/Name:  Grant Agreement for Rural Nonpoint Source Pollution Best Management Practices (BMP) Roadbank/Streambank Construction.  CWIS: 075512

Location:  The project area is located in the Onondaga Creek watershed, Onondaga County, New York.

Project Description:  Grant agreement with Onondaga County to reduce loadings of contaminants and sediment to Onondaga Lake by remediation of various eroding streambanks within the Onondaga Creek watershed.  The work will consist of remediation of 8 eroding streambanks using Best Management Practices (i.e., the Rosgen Method for stream stabilization).  Construction materials will include bedding stone, large stone (several tons each), geofabric, and logs.  Onondaga County will award construction contracts to construct the Rural Best Management Practices in accordance with the design specifications prepared for Onondaga County under a cost-shared design project with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers. 

Appropriation Category:  Construction General.

Total Estimated Cost:  Total project cost is estimated to be $1,151,000, with the Federal costs anticipated to be $805,700 (70%) and the non-Federal share of $345,300 (30%).

Project Sponsor/Customer:  Onondaga County, New York is the non-Federal sponsor for this project.  The customer is Onondaga County, specifically the Onondaga County Soil and Water Conservation District.
