Title/Name:  Toledo Harbor Dredged Material Management Plan (DMMP), Toledo, OH
Location:  The DMMP project is located at Toledo Harbor.

Project Description:  The project consists of a 27-foot deep, 18-mile long lake navigation channel, and a 7-mile long river navigation channel.  The Dredged Material Management Plan project includes the development of mutually acceptable short-term capacity solutions and a long-term plan.  Plans will address beneficial reuse of dredged material, source reduction of the load of sediment entering the harbor, and the issue of sediment quality and water quality.  
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Appropriation Category:  Operations and Maintenance

Total Estimated Cost:  The total cost of the Dredged Material Management Plan is estimated to be $1.1 million.  

Project sponsor/Customer:  The most likely project sponsor for this cost-shared project is the Toledo-Lucas County Port Authority.  Customers include the cities of Toledo and Oregon, Ohio.

Current Status:  The Buffalo District is leading the development of a long term dredging strategy for Toledo Harbor using the Dredged Material Management Plan process in accordance with Engineer Regulation 1105-2-100, Planning Guidance Notebook.  The first phase of this effort was completion of the Preliminary Assessment in February 2004.  The Preliminary Assessment defined the economic viability of the Port of Toledo, documents existing CDF capacity and determine potential impediments to continued maintenance dredging.  This report forms the basis for developing potential management plans that will be further investigated in the Dredged Material Management Plan process.  

Issues:  There are two major issues impacting Toledo Harbor:

a. If current disposal practices continue, disposal space in the existing CDFs will be filled to capacity by the end of 2009.  

b. The Buffalo District is currently appealing the five-year water quality certification issued by OEPA in 2004.  The appeal challenges several conditions which have no legal or scientific basis for the restrictions on moving sediment from one part of the lake to another.  Also, the appeal challenges conditions that require beneficial reuse of lake sediments even though over 12 years of study have failed to identify technologically and economically viable alternatives.

c. Vertical expansion of existing CDFs, to extend their life beyond the original design capacity, requires non-Federal cost-sharing by a project sponsor.  

Buffalo District continues to coordinate these issues with the potential sponsor, customers, and stakeholders.
