Title/Name:  Gateway Point, North Tonawanda, NY

Location:  The Gateway Point area is located in the City of North Tonawanda, in western New York. It has a long history culminating in its current post-World War II use as a recreation area populated with boathouses. A private design firm from Buffalo, New York completed a feasibility study and presented it to the residents of North Tonawanda in November 2002. Development of the site would consist of mixed-use site development including recreation and boating, pedestrian walkways, and shoreline stabilization for residents and tourists. The project would install 2,500 linear feet of sheet pile to stabilize the shoreline and establish a rigid barrier between land and water, establish railings and sidewalks around the perimeter of the site, develop a tunnel that would connect Gateway Point with the city’s central business district, and to purchase and install fill into a designated flood area. Project Description:  The Corps of Engineers has been authorized and funded to review the feasibility study of Gateway Point to determine if any of the recommended components for Gateway Point can be constructed under Corps Authorities.
