Title/Name:  Cooley Canal Harbor, OH
Location:  Cooley Canal Harbor is located on the southern shore of Lake Erie, at the mouth of the Cooley Canal, in the Jerusalem Township, Lucas County, Ohio. Cooley Canal Harbor is located 12 miles east of Toledo Harbor.
Project Description: 

· Cooley Canal Harbor is a shallow draft recreational harbor.  The harbor was constructed in 2000 under the authority of Section 107 of the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1960, as amended.  Harbor features include a 1,400-foot long rubble mound West Breakwater, and a 250-foot rubble mound East Breakwater.  A concrete walkway extends along the entire length of the East Breakwater.  Navigation lights are located at the lakeward end of both breakwaters.  The authorized Federal navigation channel is 70 to 100 foot wide, and has an authorized depth of 4 feet below the Low Water Datum.

Active USACE Harbor Activities:

· Dredging Program:  The USACE has not dredged this project since its construction.  Approximately 10,000 cubic yards of dredging is scheduled in FY04. A dredged material disposal area has not yet been finalized, though it appears that disposal in a confined disposal facility will be required.
· Project Condition Surveys:  USACE survey boats routinely document water depths and shoaling within the Federal channel.  The harbor survey documentation is made available for use by local industries and the general public. Surveys will be performed in FY04 in support of the dredging project.
· Breakwater (Pier) Maintenance:  The USACE maintains the breakwater and pier systems through both contract and in-house labor.  Contractors are generally used to construct rubble-mound, steel, or concrete structures.  Laid-up stone breakwater walls are rebuilt by USACE labor and floating plant. No breakwater repairs are scheduled for FY04.
