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FACT SHEET

Title/Name:  Mount Morris Dam Project, Mount Morris, NY authorized by 78th Congress under the Flood Control Act enacted by Public Law No. 534, approved 1944.

Location:  Mount Morris Dam is located inside the Letchworth gorge approximately 1.5 miles from the village of Mount Morris, New York on and across the Genesee River and approximately 67 miles upstream of the city of Rochester.  The Dam and neighboring Letchworth State Park are located in central Livingston County.  

Project Description: The purpose of Mount Morris Dam is for Flood Damage Reduction to the metropolitan area of Rochester, NY, other residential areas, farmland, and industrial developments in the Genesee Valley to Lake Ontario.  An interpretive program through the Visitor Information Center exists to educate the public about the history of the Corps and the importance and history of the Mount Morris Dam.  The Mount Morris Dam was built to reduce damages brought on by frequent flooding in the region.  Flood Damage Reduction is the sole purpose of Mount Morris Dam with hydroelectric power generation being prohibited due to the Genesee River Act.

Appropriation Category:  Operations and Maintenance (O&M).

Total Project Funding:  Total project funding (O&M) for FY04 is $2,753,000.

The work involves improvement of the drainage and lighting systems and resurfacing of the parking area.  Total project cost is $416,500.
